KITTEN 6-9 MONTHS: Kitten 6 months but under 9 months on the day of the show 
NZ BRED: Cat or kitten, neuter or spay born in New Zealand

VACCINATION CERTIFICATES 
As Per Show By Law 3.11:  
All kittens being exhibited at all shows held under 
the auspices of the NZCF must show a current 
vaccination certificate with:  
a.     a minimum of two vaccinations, and  
b.     the most recent vaccination being at least 48 
hours prior to the show. 
 

 CLAW TRIMMING 
It is now a mandatory requirement that your cat 
or kitten’s claws have been trimmed to prevent 
injury to judges and handlers. Please ensure that  
the claws have been trimmed within 24 hours of  
the show. 

STUDENT JUDGES 
Student judges, handlers and stewards may be on  
the floor completing practical assignments. If you  
do not wish to have your cats/kittens included in a 
hands- on assignment, please notify the entry 
clerk on your entry form. 
 

SUPREME AWARDS 
Geyserland Cat Club uses a computer-generated, , 
points calculated system, which is based on the 
top ten placings to calculate the Supreme 
Longhair, Shorthair, Companion & Domestic. The 
Overall Supreme is then calculated on which has 
the most points. 
 

FOOD AVAILABLE OFF SITE 
As we are close to many eateries and a 
supermarket, we are not having catering on site, 
so you ware welcome to purchase from those 
vendors.
